Lent lasts for forty days, the same time that Jesus was in
the wilderness.

The purpose of the mite
boxes is to promote the practice of almsgiving in our students and an awareness
of vocations. All money contributed is used to help support the seminarians who
are preparing to serve in the Archdiocese. We ask that you encourage your child
to pray for vocations.

The Parish Mass begins at 8:00 am . We encourage those children who are
dropped off before 8:20am to attend Mass.
